June 16:	GRADUATION PRACTICE DAY and FINAL SENIOR CLEARANCE


   1.  Students are asked to report to Boys Gym at 9:00 am to meet with their counselors to be cleared for graduation.  Counselors will give cards to students who are eligible to graduate.


	2.  9:30 Mrs. Augustus, Mr. Collins, Mr. Caron and IVY Chain will arrive for mandatory 


   graduation practice.  ALL SENIORS are required to go over the procedures for the ceremony.


   3.  A full practice will be held with music from 10:00 to 12:00 on June 16, 2010.


   4.  The band will report to the field at 9:00 am to set up.  Seniors in the band will line up with their 


    counselor when those students line up to receive diplomas.  (Or recorded music will be used for


    practice.)


    5.  Seniors will get their caps and gowns in the boys gym from their counselors after practice and
